Columbus Daily Enquirer - Dec 4, 1877 - Yesterday, when the passenger train on the Mobile and Girard railroad stooped at Union Springs, a gentlemen seeming very sick and supported by two men, came out of the hotel and entered the train.  A doctor aboard advised him to return to the hotel and go to bed, as he was obviously too unwell to travel, but he insisted on going saying he had kindred who he wished to be with while sick.  After leaving Union Springs, he became very sick and began to vomit.  All was done for him that could be but on arriving at this city he said he was a dead man. Prior to the settlement of Brooklyn proper, quite a community had been formed on Ard’s and Bottle creeks.  There were in this community, as early as 1818, two stores, owned respectively by McConnell and George Feagin.  There was also a school being taught here by Mr Graham, of Georgia; and a blacksmith shop, owned by John Brantley.  No trace of the settlement, which was about six miles northwest of the present location of Brooklyn, remains.  The last vestige has been obliterated by plantations.  Among the earliest settlers here were Asa and Caleb Johnston, and Aaron Feagin-their father-in-law.  They removed from Georgia in 1818…. The first settler of the village of Brooklyn was a man whose name was Cameron.  He established a ferry across Sepulga river. Edwin Robinson, from Brooklyn Connecticut, bought out Mr Cameron’s interest, opened a store and called the place Brooklyn, for his native village in New England.  This occurred in 1820….. A church was erected in 1821; the pastor of which was Elder Alexander Travis…... Messr’s James, John and Stark Hunter entered enterprises with boats on the River ….. FORMER SLAVE, 108, TAKEN TO HOSPITAL


David J. Brantley, 108 year old negroe, yesterday was taken to General Hospital after he suffered a heart attack at his home, 1223 1/2 Naomi St.


He told hospital attendants that he was born into slavery on Feb 15, 1834, at Selma, AL., on the plantation of John H. Brantley, whose name he later took as his own.  He said he was freed from slavery shortly before the Civil War.

NOTE: The General was an old man during the Civil War and did not serve in the Confederacy.  He was made General for service rendered during the Indian wars in Florida in the 1830s.
David fudged somewhat on his age.  He was more like 90 years old according to previous census records

H.S. Brantley was on the passenger list and arrived in NY on the ship Arago on Oct 11, 1866 from Le Havre, France.  Place of origin- USA.

Troy, Ala August  2, 1885.  Editors Telegraph & Messages:  In your issue of the 30th instant I noticed a dispatch from Bainbridge, GA, giving an account of the lynching of T.K. Brantley Jr. elating he was from this place. I desire to say he was from Sumter County, Ala where his father now lives. He came to Troy in 1880, and remained until Mar 1881, during which time he was salesman for the firm T.K. Brantley & Son.  During his stay in Troy, he conducted himself in a gentlemanly manner at all times and won many friends who are pained and shocked to hear of his unfortunate death.  I recieved a letter a few days ago telling he was insane.  His brother received one stating the same and  left on the first train to get his brother and either place him in an asylum or convey him to his home near Livingston, Ala, but before he had gone half the distant he saw the sad intelligence of his death in your paper.  From what I know of the young man, I feel satisfied that he was insane, as the charges brought against him are so unlike him. He was naturally one of the most warm hearted boys in the world, and never in all his dealings showed a disposition to be cruel to anything. It is a very sad affair and has cast a gloom over many hearts and happy homes, which I believe could have been averted if left to the law, or the rash act delayed for a few days, as by that time the most skeptical would have been convinced it was insanity and not brutality that caused his cruelty. Association Notes


Jonathan and apparent brother, Warren Brantley (b ca 1786), came to Wilcox County and Dallas County around 1820/21.  They came from Marlboro Co SC and are almost certain to be the sons of Marmaduke and Elizabeth (Amason) Brantley seen there.  Elizabeth could be the same Elizabeth (age 60 -70) living next to Warren in 1830 in Dallas County.  The names Haywood, Sherwood, descendants of Jonathan, as well as Allen, seen here at one time, all indicate they were part of the Nash County, N.C. family.  Marmaduke revolutionary war records are found  there. Now proven not to be  of John DNA. The couple was in Edgecombe Co by 1787 and Cheraw Co SC in 1790.   By 1800 Marmaduke was in Marlboro Co SC and had 3 males (1 under 10, &  2 between 10 & 16) and 3 females under 10.  In 1810 he is still there but there is only 1 other person, a female (age 16-26) in his home.( Elizabeth may have taken children and left him.???)  Jonathan is living near by with 2 sons and 1 dg under 10.  Jonathan & Warren are there together in 1820.  It is believe that this is the same Jonathan that is recorded in Wilcox Co AL that same year.  No more Brantleys in Marlboro Co after 1820.  The Gates Brantley who died in 1821 in nearby Marion Co could be the other son of Jonathan  shown in the census.  There is no record of another Marmaduke through out the 1800s.  One Green Duke Brantley, son of Amos, may have taken his pet name.  Amos was also in Edgecombe county and is believe to be brother to Marmaduke.

NOTE: It it is now in question weather there were 2 Jonathans who came to Dallas/Wilcox County.  If so one died before 1830.  Family in Holmes Co MS -  All kinred
