   ..."The Adair family of Protestant stock from North of Ireland, have been in this country since 1711.  Among their early members of distinction were John Adair, the Indian Historian; and General John Adair, Governor of Kentucky, United States Senator, commander under Jackson at the Battle of New Orleans, and cousin of Jack Adair's great-great-grandfather, John Adair of Laurens District, S.C.  This John Adair was a saddler and veteran of the Revolutionary War who brought his family to Georgia in 1790 and settled in Clark County.  His son John Fisher Adair, born in Laurens District, S.C., Dec 3, 1785, was a wagon maker by trade, and renowned for his physical strength.  He was first married to a Miss Brantley, daughter of a family wipe out in an Indian massacre.  After her death, at an early age, he married Mary Slaven, a native of Wilkes County, Ga., on Oct 24, 1814.  Her father was a native of France, and she was related to several prominent Georgia families of that time.".......

     BA Notes:  John Fisher Adair married, according to Morgan County marriage records, Tylitha Brantley, on Aug 13, 1811. This was approximately 2 years before the Lewis Brantley family, of Morgan County were killed in the Indian massacre in 1813.  Jesse Brantley mentioned John Adair in his will in 1842.

WE are informed, that week before last, the Rebels at Augusta hanged, John Goodgame, Williams Simmons, and one Honeycut, and disarmed and placed guards over 17 others, who were made prisoners at the surrender of the fort, and compelled to enter into the service of Congress. The reason of this procedure (as we have heard) was, that it had been discovered these poor men knew of an intention Capt. Brantley and some other Loyalists of Brier Creek had of surprising the virtuous Nathan Brounfon, his Council, and the Assembly, and bringing them prisoners to Savannah.

Last Saturday fe’nnight Capt. Brantley, with five, men, attacked a foraging party of the Rebels, consisting of a Lieutenant and seven privates, within a mile of the post at Spirit Creek, killed one man, drove the rest into Twiggs’ camp, and brought off five horses.

Obituary T.J. Brantley March 1928

Capt Thomas J Brantley died Wednesday night of last week at 9:20 O’clock and the end came to a valiant soldier of the sixties, one of Johnson’s most highly respected and prominent landmarks, right as the days are long and as sober and sturdy as men generally get.

Peacefully and resignedly this good man’s life chords ceased to function after a period of 83 years, seven months and 7 days.  He first visioned daylight August 13th, 1844 in what is now Emanuel, now Johnson County.  His lifetime has been spent in his home county. True as steel and wholly stainless, he possessed a noble character which accompanied his career all through his long and successful journey here below.  A truly good man has passed away.

Capt Brantley was married twice, his first wife being Miss Norris.  To them was born one child which died years ago. Later, he was married to Miss Mary Tapley who preceded him in death some years ago. To them were born seven daughters and one son.  The boy died when quite small, the daughters surviving him.  His whole brothers and sisters have long since gone.  His half brothers are Messrs. J..F. and Elijah and the twins J.E. and B. Brantley.

"Mr Alexander Bridges one of the oldest and most highly respected citizens of Washington County died of dropsy at his home five miles south of Tennille, Sunday June 2nd, aged seventy-five years.  He had been married three times and leaves a wife and tw---  children and a large number of grandchildren, and great grand children, having perhaps the largest descendants of any may in the south.  He was born in Washington County which had been his home all of his life except seven years spent in Henry County AL.  Mr Bridges was a veteran of the civil war in which he served faithful four years, making a record for faithfulness to duty second to none. He was a good soldier as well as good citizen and performed every duty required of him cheerfully and willingly. He was a successful farmer, made as abundant of everything that could be produced upon the farm and his home was n  for generous hospitality.  He was a good neighbor and  was well liked by those who knew him.  He was in Sandersville on business just four weeks previous to his death.  The burial took place at Peacock cemetery Monday morning June 3rd."

Mrs. Lucinda Brantley was born Mar 22, 1811; was married to  John Franklin Brantley in 1826; and departed this life May 14th 1885;  aged 74 years, 1 month and 22 days.  She was the mother of ten children, 5 sons and 5 daughters, 9 of whom survive here.  She lived to see all her children married, except one, who died while quite young.  Besides her children she leaves seventy grand-children seventeen great grand-children and a host of other relatives and friends to mourn their irreparable loss.  But let us consider that our loss in her heavenly gain. In her fireside conversation she often spoke of the peerless excellences of the "Man Christ Jesus"; and very often while descanting up on the beauties of holiness, no lowering cloud mean while intercepted her soul's sunshine and she rejoiced in hope of a blessed immortality beyond the grave.  She ever acknowledged God as the primal source of every enjoyment.  As As a Christian matron she sought to lead her family into the golden paths of wisdom and virtue.  Her deportment in every relation in life was a continual display of blended virtues; a scene of practical religion, worthy of emulation of every Christian.  Surely being loved by all people of all denominations, the Lord was with her; to own and bless.  Having been intimately acquainted with her during my whole life.  I think I knew her well enough to say that she was one of the best women in the world. Grandmother's health had been declining for several years previous to her death.  He last illness was severe but short, being about eleven days, with that dreadful and fatal disease, typhoid fever; though she never was heard to murmur, but bore her afflictions with Christian fortitude.  She has always said that she was resigned to the will of her blessed Redeemer.  Her constant companion was the Bible; and she was often heard reading that blessed hymn;…………

PRIOR HISTORY: [**1]  Trover, from Washington county. Tried before his Honor, W. W. HOLT, at March Term, 1859.
This was an action of trover, by John Kittrell, as administrator of Noah Kittrell, deceased, against Isaac Moye and others, for certain negroes and other things, alleged to be the property of said deceased at the time of his death.
At the trial, plaintiff offered in evidence his letters of administration, proved that the property in controversy was in the possession of said Noah at the time of his death, and that it had subsequently been converted by defendants, who had it in possession at the commencement of the suit.
The defendants claimed the property under the following instrument, executed by the said Noah Kittrell in his lifetime, and which they offered in evidence in support of their title, viz.:
"To all whom it may concern: Know ye, that I, Noah Kittrell, senior, of the county of Washington, and State of Georgia, in consequence of the love, good will and affection which I have, and do bear towards my daughters of the said county and State aforesaid, do by these presents freely give and grant unto my four daughters, viz.: Sarah Forbs, Nicey Kittrell, Nancy Kittrell and [**2]  Rachael Brantly, their heirs, executors and administrators, all and singular my whole estate that I now possess, consisting of my negro woman Hetty, negro boy Benjamin, negro girl Phillis, negro boy Peter, and stock of all kinds, consisting of horses, cattle and hogs, tools of all descriptions, household and kitchen furniture, with the exception of my bed and furniture, which I give to my daughters, Nicey and Nancy, to be equally divided between them. I also give my granddaughter, Ellen J. Massey, fifty dollars in cash; said property to go into the possession of said heirs at my death. Signed by my own hand before proper witnesses, and bearing date the 3d day of February, 1853. To have and to hold all the said named property to them, the said Sarah Forbs, Nicey Kittrell, Nancy Kittrell, Rachael Brantly and Ellen J. Massey, their heirs, executors, administrators, assigns, absolutely, without any manner of condition whatever.

This careful copy of Wilkes County Land Court Minutes 1784 has been made 

from a Xerox of the original book. The writing is good and not faded, for the most part. The page number has been put in brackets after each entry, and the book is not paginated. On page 16, in the order for John Prestage, there is a caret after the word "for" and "400 acr" is just visible as an insertion above the line and is probably an erasure. On page 24, "Achbald Robincon" is a literal rendition of what is written, and perhaps "Archibald Robinson" was meant. 

In 1784, Wilkes County had not been divided. It covered all of today's Wilkes, Lincoln, and Elbert Counties and part of today's Warren, Taliafeffo, Oglethorpe, Clarke, Madison, and Hart Counties. The watercourses named in the Minutes help locate the land specified in the warrant and assist in finding where the land was after the various divisions of Wilkes County. For example, Eleazer Early's 1918 map of Georgia shows the Soap Creek is in Lincoln County, Cloud's Creek is in Oglethorpe County, Hart's Creek is in Warren County, etc.

Many of these entries do not have sources.  Please understand that some were transcribe from other’s notes which carried no source. A few were made when I began my research as a toddler and the importance of the source doc was not appreciated. Yet others were just plain lost.  I had a choice; do not unveil these records, or do so with many errors of spelling and lack of source material in some cases.
