Hi, Ken,
Thanks for the information on Joseph Brantley.  I have the deed with John Crump a little different than what you have:
Feb. 4, 1804 - John Crump and Joseph Brantley purchase 547 acres from Robert Harris for the sum of 650 pounds.  Witnesses:  Sanford Jenkins and John Richerson (Land bounded by following lines - Taylor, Upchurch, Wilson.  Harris purchased this land from Joseph Pitts.)

Then I have a guardianship record - Taylor, Olive - guardian Joseph Brantley - May, 1814.  

My husband's John Crump married Penninah Taylor about 1800 in probably Chatham Co., NC.  When I saw deeds mentioning Simon Taylor and John Crump, I began to think perhaps Simon Taylor was Penninah's father.  

I only knew there was a Brantley connection because Polly Crump Brantley was mentioned in her mother Martha's will.  No name of her husband, of course.  So when I saw the guardianship record, I thought perhaps Joseph Brantley was her husband.  In 1817 John Crump bought 50 acres from Olive Taylor for $60 (bounded by Simon Taylor line, June Taylor, Benjamin Gunter).  Witness:  Richard Gunter

There was an Olivia Taylor b. 1796 who married a Gunter in Chatham Co.- probably the Olive mentioned above. 

I did see in the 1820 Chatham Co. census a Mary Brantley listed as head of household, listed next to Harris Brantley.  Could this be Mary Crump and Joseph was dead by 1820?

I'm sorry I don't know anything more about Mary and her Brantley husband - no children, etc.

I hope this isn't too confusing, but as I said, I got into this looking for who Penninah Taylor's parents might have been!

He states he was born in Edgecombe County, NC in 1760 and had lived in Sumner Co TN for 47 years, but now lived in  Smith Co. (In 1850 he lived in Smith Co)  (His movement to TN calculates to about 1803). He stated he lived in Franklin County when he enlisted.  KY James was from Edgecombe County before coming to GA.  He fled GA in 1811 and went first to Smith & Sumner Co TN.  His son William Brantley was married in Sumner County.  It has been reported that KY James’ first wife was a Harris.  This document supports this claim.  It is very likely that this Wm Harris was related to the wife of KY James and he may have been her brother.  He seems too young to have been her father.

A. By will executed in the year 1803, (in which year he died) devised land to his two daughters H. B. and S. B., to them and their heirs," and if they should die without an heir, then to his wife B" The daughters died without issue. Held that the limitation over was too remote, the will having been made before our act of 1827.

Appeal from the Superior Court of Law of Halifax County, at the Fall Term, 1844, his Honor Judge Caldwell presiding.

This was an action of Ejectment, in which, under the instruction of the court, the jury found a verdict for the plaintiff. Judgment being rendered accordingly, the defendant appealed.

The facts are stated in the opinion delivered in this court.

DANIEL, J. - In the year 1803, Robert R. Brantley made his will and died. He devised the land in controversy to his wife Bethur Brantley, during her widowhood, and on the event 28 Dec. 1844 of her marriage, (which event happened) then over to his two Brantley daughters, Harriet Brantley and Sarah Brantley, to them and to their heirs," and if they should die without an heir, then to return to my wife Bethur Brantley." The two daughters have died without issue, and the lessors of the plaintiff are their heirs at law. The defendant claims title under Bethur Brantley. The two daughters took a fee simple in the land as tenants in common, and the question is, whether the executory devise over to Bethur Brantley, on the death of the two daughters without an heir, is, or is not too remote and void. If the limitation over had vested on the event that the two daughters died without children, it would have been a good limitation, as that event must necessarily have been known during the life or lives of persons in being, or twenty-one years thereafter. But the word heir, used by the testator, cannot be construed children, as there is nothing in the will to authorize us to change its technical signification. By the will, Bethur Brantley was not to take the land, as long as there was a person or persons to be found, who could entitle himself or themselves to the character of heir or heirs to the two deceased daughters. Such persons may perhaps be found long after the death of the two daughters, for the collateral relations of the two daughters would be their heir or heirs ad infinitum. And until such collateral stocks should become exhausted, Bethur Brantley never could take, by the very terms of the will. The present lessors of the plaintiff are now heirs to the two daughters. The limitation over to Bethur Brantley is too remote, and is therefore void. The will was made before our act of Assembly on the subject.

Per Curiam,
Judgment affirmed.

NORTH CAROLINA SERVICE OF JESSE ALSOBROOK S 16600, who applied for pension in Green County Alabama on 26 September 1832 under Act of June 7, 1832 age 77 entered service 1780 or 1781, entered the militia of North Carolina under Captain Lewis Brantley of Halifax County North Carolina.

-Isaac Harris was lieutenant of said company, we marched to Salisbury  and remained there a while, and were removed out a short distance to a branch that we then called New Providence where we remained stationed for the balance of our tour; states he was in no engagement that he recollects during time we was in service as a militiaman,  He states he entered with drafted militia tho he was a volunteer he recollects but few of the officers either of the line of militia or volunteers, recollects his captain resigned and went home before the term expires which took command the ensigns name was Pope, as he believes his tour was for three months, his regiment or brigade was commanded by Jones, called General Allen Jones, Gen Butler was with them some part of the time.  Butler was a plain old man and wore a hunting shirt, some time after he was discharged he entered as a regular soldier, does not recollect what or with state troops, or U.S. troops enlisted 26 April 1782 for one year he outlines about 5 pages of service.  He was born 20 February 1762 that his father kept a record in his family bible and at his death the family bible was purchased by this applicant's sister and that he took his age from that bible record.  He can prove by James Derdan, Obadieah Meader, Charles F. Coleman, James Yeates and Isaac C. Snidioer he thinks was one in his neighborhood and in this town would certify favorably of his character for veracity and etc. (end of pension).

      While we cannot speak for the Burns data here. We know that there were several mistakes pertaining to the Brantley family in Mrs Stewart's writings.  Some data, by Mrs Stewart, not shown here, has been found to be incorrect.  In some cases she tried to associate names and circumstances, being off by 100 years or more.


About 1724 there were five brothers from Ayrshire, Scotland, who migrated to America;  James Micajah Burns, John Henrich Burns, Enoch (Bobby) Burns, William Airiah Burns and Zemeriah Thomas Burns.  They were the sons of Zemeriah Micajah Burns and his wife Shibiah Thomas Thomason Burns.  It is believed that the John Henrich Burns was the father of John Burns, Sr., who settled in Chatham County on North side of Indian Creek.  While the earliest record of a land a grant to John Burns, Sr. is 1780, 50 shillings for every hundred acres, it is believed that he was in the county as early as 1759, when his first child was born, as family records state that all of his children were born in Chatham County.


John Burns, Sr. (1730-1740) married Mary (Polly) Scurlock, (1730-1740) whose parents were according to family tradition Men Repent "Amen" Scurlock and "Mandy" Amanda Rutherford Moore.; Who lived after the Revolution on a plantation on Brush Creek known as Skin's Quarter, which they bought from a Mr. Skin.  None the above has been proved, but has been a part of Burns Family tradition down through the years.


The children of John and Polly Scurlock Burns were:  Nancy b. c 1759 who married a Tomlinson William, who married Elizabeth Minter; daughter of John and Elizabeth (Morgan) Minter; (the Revolutionary War Records of William state that he was born in Chatham County in 1761, which further proves that John Burns, Sr. was a resident of Chatham County long before his land grant was recorded) ; James who first (12 children) married Hannah Brantley, daughter of John Brantley, Jr. and Elizabeth Marsh; Thomas, who married a cousin, Winifred Henietta Burns, born in Chatham County about 1768, parents unknown.  Thomas and Henrietta Burns had a son, John Birdson Burns b. 1799, who was an early doctor in the county; John Burns, Jr., 1798 who married Mary Brantley; Anapler b 1770 who married Strangeman Modglin; Mary "Polly", who married Nathan Brewer; Shba, b 1724 who married Reddin Bryan; and Elizabeth, who married William Gober.

Information on Lewis and Sarah Howard was taken from the Nash county census and other documents.  We do know that Lewis and Sarah were living together because in 1810, they were charged with fornication and living in a state of cohabitation.  Click here to see copy of original charges.
There is no record of a marriage between Lewis Brantley and Sarah Howard, but apparently they had several children.  Some are all reported in the census as Pollie/y/Mary Howard or Mary/Pollie/y Brantley and Elizabeth/Betsey Howard/Brantley.  They are seen in the census in 1790, 1800 and 1820.   Sarah Howard has been reported to have been an Indian, likely Nasemond and she was dead by 1820.   It is also possible/likely that Thomas Brantley and Dinah Brantley were Lewis and Sarah's children 

This line has been difficult to follow as the name changes from Howard to Brantley frequently.

Most of these records were transcribed before 1995.There are many spelling errors, many made by the original clerks, but others made during layers of transcriptions. Only a small percentage of these records herein were transcribe from the original clerk entries. Note that there is an unwritten rule that the name or word spelled by the original clerk is what should be transcribed and not entered as the transcriber felt it should be spelled.  If the record is important to you, I recommend reviewing the original document.  Note also: Duplications which may have come from different transcribers.





Many of these entries do not have sources.  While this is viewed by some as an unpardonable sin, please understand that some were transcribe from other’s notes which carried no source. A few were made when I began my research as a toddler and the importance of the source doc was not appreciated. Yet others were just plain lost.  I had a choice; do not unveil these records, or do so with many errors of spelling and lack of source material in some cases.
